People
can install a combination of plugins
from the WordPress Plugin Directory or
from third-party developers to create
customized functionality for managing
specific kinds of content on their sites.

A self-
hosted site has its own domain name

WordPress.com provides all the tools
for a hosted website. It offers people

a platform for getting a site up and
running with no coding expertise
needed. WordPress.com takes care of
the ongoing management of the site.
At its simplest level, all people need to
do is to sign up for a free account, pick a
theme, and start publishing. This makes
WordPress.com a popular choice for
students, bloggers, and creatives who
don't have a need—or an interest in—
the full range of customization options
offered by WordPress.org.

WordPress.com offers multiple plans
starting with the basic free account.

For more services and options, such as
adding a custom theme, users can move
up to paid plans that include Personal,
Premium, and Business offering a variety
of bonuses. Each of these paid plans
allows for greater customization and
control over a site's operations so that

it more closely resembles a self-hosted
WordPress site.

The convenience and ease of use
that make a WordPress.com site so
appealing also have their drawbacks.

Generally speaking, premium themes
have more capabilities and customization
features compared to free themes.

PLUGINS

WordPress is famous for its long list of
premium and free plugins—bits of code
designed by developers in the community
to add specific functions that aren’t
available in the basic install. Plugins can be
used for things such as creating a contact
form, building an online store, or adding
a gallery to the site. You can even fill the
analytics gaps on your site by installing
Jetpack, an all-in-one social sharing plugin
designed by WordPress.com.
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DOMAIN NAMES

When you choose a domain name, it
becomes your site's online identity,
and most business experts advocate
owning your own domain. Self-hosted
WordPress.org sites have custom
domain names that clearly indicate the
site isn't being hosted on a third-party
platform. Unless you're paying for
premium to have a custom domain, a
WordPress.com site always comes with
the extension “wordpress.com” after
your domain name.

WordPress.com and WordPress.org
offer different ways to take advantage
of the site building power of WordPress.
Which should you choose? That
depends on your plans for your site
and the way you want to run it.

Whether you've chosen a domain
name or want to give it a little more
thought, you should start building your
website, one section at a time.

Accessing Your Dashboard

DETERMINING YOUR LOGIN URL

The default URL to login to WordPress is the same URL you would
use to visit your site but with “/wp-admin” added to the end of it.

For example, if you visit a WordPress website at www.example.com,
you would go to www.example.com/wp-admin to access the
login screen.

LOGGING IN

Here are the instructions to log into your site.

1. Go to your login URL: “www.YourSiteURL.com/wp-admin.”
2. Enter your WordPress username and password.

3. Click “Log In.” If you are already logged in, you will be taken to the
dashboard directly, without a need for a username and password.

You now have access to your WordPress dashboard where you can
manage your WordPress site.

This method works with default WordPress installations.
It will not work if the login methods have been changed
from the default setup. For example, this method does
not work if a WordPress security plugin has customized
the login URL or the wp-admin folder has been moved.

What are themes?

Themes are the clothes of a WordPress website—they define the style
of a website with colors, backgrounds, and fonts, as well as the layout
of content, site navigation, homepages, and other templates. While
most features live in plugins, themes often dictate the quantity of
content shown and how sites are structured.

The theme files create a template that's used to establish the look and
layout of the entire website in a unified way so that all pages and posts
share features such as the same colors, backgrounds, and fonts.

When you install a theme, the theme features are automatically added
to the site. If that theme doesn't appeal to you, it can be replaced
simply by choosing another one. Not all themes share the same
features and layout, so when you change a WordPress theme, it might
be necessary to reconfigure some parts of the page structure, such

as the way widgets are displayed. Likewise, some plugins might not
work—or work the same way—when a theme is changed.

You have the option to select from a collection of free, paid,
and premium themes available via the WordPress dashboard.

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How to Customize a Theme

Most themes can be customized in a number of basic ways right from the
WordPress admin dashboard so that users with no coding experience can
make essential changes. You can add a custom header, change background
images, and choose among preloaded options for changing fonts, font
sizes, and colors. Although these changes can easily add a custom look

to an existing theme, you are limited to making only the changes that the
existing theme allows. For more elaborate customizing, users need to look
to a theme's style sheets—the cascading style sheets (CSS) that define

all the parameters of the theme. If you are an advanced user and would
like to customize more elaborately, you'll need to look into a theme's style
sheets. These themes are stored in the site's “wp-content/themes” folder.

Creating a WordPress theme is a complex process involving some technical
expertise. That's a process many new users may not want to undertake.
Luckily, there are hundreds of free WordPress themes are available in the
WordPress directory—and more are constantly being created and sold

by third-party designers. Themes are designed to be user-friendly and
customizable “out of the box” for beginning users, but if those options don't
reflect your vision for your WordPress website, it's possible to make your
own theme—or make an existing theme your own.

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Managing Website Menus

Menus seem like a simple enough feature inside of WordPress, but often cause
unnecessary confusion. Here are some insights on what can go inside your
menus, how you can set them up, and where you should place them on your site.

If you love your theme but don't like its menus, you can always edit the CSS.
The stylesheet requires some coding knowledge, so it's only for advanced users.
However, you can use a plugin that features a WYSIWYG (What You See Is What
You Get) editor to change your menus without any coding knowledge.

To edit these, go into your WordPress dashboard:

1. Click on “Appearance.”
2. Then click on “Menus.”
Here, you can add new menus, organize your existing ones, and rename or delete

any that are already in place. We'll start with the primary menu as it's usually the
one used for the main navigation.

Widgets were originally designed to provide a simple and easy-to-use
way of giving design and structure control of a WordPress theme to
the user. Widgets require no code experience or expertise. They can
be added, removed, and rearranged on the “Theme Customize” or

Some WordPress widgets offer customization and options such as forms
to fill out, includes or excludes of data and information, optional images,
and other customization features.

A responsive theme in WordPress-
speak is one that's been coded with
the specific ability to shift responsively
between desktop and mobile displays.

As you search for a theme for your
new WordPress site, look for those
that are labeled as being responsive.

Because responsive design has
become so popular, you'll find that
most WordPress themes claim to be
responsive. But don't just take their
word for it. Instead, read reviews of
the theme, if they're available. Did any
past users mention issues regarding
the theme's ability to operate
responsively? If so, you may wind up
facing the same problems yourself
once you've installed the theme.

Once your new responsive theme

is active, test it on as many devices

as you can (or check out a testing
service like UserTesting) to ensure

it's operating the way you expected.

If you've hand-coded images to
customize your theme, for instance,
you may find that the site’s responsive
coding isn't being applied correctly,
leaving you with assets that break the
boundaries of your responsive design.
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WordPress theme options are overlaid upon
the source code and determine the appearance
and some of the functions of a new WordPress
site. Most free and premium WordPress theme
options contain proper HTML markup to
accommodate search engine bots, and many

of the newer themes and upgraded versions

of older themes include mobile-friendly features
as well. For older themes that don't have these
features, there are plugins that can add features,
such as mobile responsiveness and enhanced
options for adding metadata and other search
engine optimization elements.

Having a user-friendly site with optimal UX

is essential for creating a positive online
experience for your visitors. When visitors are
on your site, anything that conveys a message
like an image, video, or product description
can influence how they interact with your site.

Usability testing is also a method of evaluation
that can help you identify more finite issues a
user could be experiencing with your site.

Themes can be as detailed or as simple as you'd
like. Just choose a theme that works for your
website type, and find ways to personalize it in
order to show the world who you are.

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How to Buy Premium Plugins

Paid or premium plugins can be purchased from design asset marketplaces and
individual WordPress designers and developers. Prices for premium plugins range
from $30 to several hundred dollars, depending on the complexity of the plugin
and the services that come along with it. Pro version plugins can also be custom
designed to meet highly specific needs; custom plugins typically command higher
prices than premium ones.

Premium plugins typically come with a range of additional options, including
ongoing customer support and regular updating from the plugin creator.
Commercial plugin developers also confirm that any plugin they sell is created
with quality code for security and stability so that it can work seamlessly with
the WordPress core code.

Free or Premium Plugins: Which to Choose?

All plugins that can be found in the WordPress.org directory have to meet a certain
level of quality before they can be offered to you. With that being said, within the
directory there are free and paid plugin options. Premium or paid plugins may
come with additional support and tutorials to help utilize the plugin, while some
free plugins may not.

A free version of a plugin may also simply be offered as an incentive to upgrade

to a premium version in order to get access to the full range of the plugin's
functions. If you choose to install a free plugin, especially from sources outside the
WordPress directory, it's important to research the source. Take careful note of
the plugin's compatibility with your version of WordPress as well as any concerns
reported by current users.

If you are experiencing any troubleshooting issues with any
plugins, WordPress recommends deactivating and uninstalling
them from your site.

For example, if you
install multiple plugins to build your email subscriber lists, you may notice
functionality issues that cause none of the plugins to work properly.

Take these steps to ensure your WordPress plugins are compatible.

1. If you are experiencing any incompatibility issues, begin by deactivating
the most recent plugin you installed.

2. Check out your live site to identify any missing features that weren't
working, and see if they are fixed.

3. If the problem has gone away, you've found your culprit! If not, reactivate
the plugin and deactivate the next one on the list.

4. Repeat these steps until you find the plugin causing the issue, or until
you've gone through every plugin on your site. If none of your plugins are
to blame, you're likely dealing with a different type of WordPress error that
may require developer assistance. Contact your web host or a developer
to look into this for you.

In WordPress, the first step to publishing starts with
creating a new page or post by selecting the blocks you'll
need for the kind of content you plan to include. The editor
comes with a set of default blocks for adding basic elements
such as text, headers, and images.

To create your first post:

1. Click on “Add New"” under “Posts"” in the
WordPress dashboard.

You have the ability to set the visibility to public, private, or
password protected based on your individual preference
for that page or post.

- “Private” posts, while maybe not used as often, are only
for site admins and editors.

- “Password Protected” posts allow anyone with the
chosen password to view the page from the website.

WordPress gives you the option to schedule your
content for automatic publishing. You can schedule
an event to happen at a certain time, such as
publishing a post on a specific date. However, it is
important to understand how WordPress handles
these scheduled events behind the scenes to

avoid confusion.

Scheduled events are stored in the database, and
the next time you visit the website, WordPress will
look to see if any scheduled events are due and
trigger them. Because of this, scheduled events
may not occur on the exact date or time you have
scheduled them. This is a common issue for sites
with low or infrequent traffic.

While posts can
be sorted into categories and tags, pages are a good place
to write more topical information where the publishing
time isn’t very relevant, such as an “About” page or
restaurant menu.



Pages differ from posts both in form and in
function, and they are generally static. While pages
can be freely updated as often as necessary, they
typically provide a stable framework that allows
your visitors to access important information
about your site at any time. Essential pages on

a typical website might include home, about,
policies, general site information, and resources.
WordPress also allows you to create special page
types for specific needs, such as landing pages for
online sales or portfolio pages for showcasing art
or other creative work.

Pages follow a hierarchical structure so that a
top-level or parent page can have any number
of subpages that are linked to it. For example,
a business site might have a main page that
introduces its employees and, along with it, a
set of subpages that includes individual pages
with information about each of them. In the
same way, a company's “About” page might
include subpages about its history, founders,
or mission statement.

WordPress posts are made for blogging or posting other timely content such
as announcements, events, or breaking news. The post feature is designed
to support regular, frequent publishing of new content and sharing it widely.
Unlike pages, posts are designed for social sharing, commenting, and search
engine optimization, and they can be syndicated through an RSS feed so
that readers are notified of new updates.

Posts appear on the site in reverse chronological order (newest first), and
past posts are archived so that they can always be accessed. Posts have no
hierarchy, but they can be grouped according to category pages, dates, or
tags to help readers find specific topics. There's no limit to the number of
articles or posts you can create on a WordPress site.

To add an image from within a page or post:

1. Select "Set Featured Image,” which will
direct you to the Media Library.

2. Once your Media Library opens up, you
can add an image from your desktop to
include in your current page or post as your
featured image. A company or brand logo is
great to use for your first published post, or
you can use an image that correlates with
your content.

3. When you select your featured image, the
Media Library will show you details that
include the date, size, and file type of the
selected image.

4. The featured image will appear in your
WordPress page or post for you to preview
with an option to remove or replace the
image before publishing to your site. You
can also add any images in the Media
Library in your content draft.

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Tags

Once you select an image for your post, it's now time to
incorporate tags to attach to your content. Every post in
WordPress can be filed under one or more tags. Tags help aid in
navigation and allow your posts to be grouped with other similar
content pieces. Tag names must be unigue and specific to your
content. The uniqueness and specificity of your tags can help
improve your SEO rankings.

You can add tags to any post you create in the WordPress
dashboard. Tags can be manually entered and will save
automatically to a post before you publish it.

When your post is published, the specified tags are displayed
under each post that is published on your page. When someone
viewing your blog clicks on one of these tag links, a tag archive
page with all the posts belonging to that tag will appear. This gives
visitors the opportunity to read related posts and content that
corresponds with that tag.

Alt Tags and Captions

Alt tags are brief, alternative text descriptions that help
describe an image to a search engine’s automated crawlers, as
well as to blind visitors via a screen reader. While sometimes
image captions and alt text can be identical, there are times
when alt text should explain the image with more details than
the caption may offer.

When you apply an alt tag to an image like a product photo, it

can also potentially improve your site’s search engine rankings.

Cascading style sheets (CSS)

CSS is a web language that allows stylistic
elements to be applied to HTML without
editing them into the HTML itself.

Code editor

This tool provides the ability to modify
core files, templates, and style sheets for
WordPress websites.

Content management system (CMS)

A CMS is an integrated set of tools and
strategies for developing and delivering
content over the internet.

Content revisions

A series of edits that are made to text, media,
or graphics on a website.

Domain privacy

This service is offered by a number of domain
name registrars to protect the contact
information of the site owner.
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Favicon

This is also known as a shortcut icon,

website icon, tab icon, URL icon, or bookmark
icon. It is a file containing one or more small
icons, associated with a particular website

or web page.

Free plugin
Free plugins are available for installation from
the WordPress directory.

GitHub

This is a platform built for developers to write
code and assist in project management.

Gutenberg

A WordPress editor that allows users the

flexibility to control the way their content

appears on the page. It creates an easier

building experience for anyone looking to
Create a website.

Header image

This is a fullscreen image on a website that
resembles a cover photo.

Hypertext markup language (HTML)

HTML is the standard markup language for
creating web pages and web applications.



Keyboard shortcuts

Shortcuts are designed to save time by
allowing you to rapidly navigate and perform
actions on comments using your keyboard.

Media Library

The Media Library allows you to add new
media as well as edit, view, and delete media
previously uploaded to your post.

Metaboxes

Metabox creation is essential for WordPress
theme and plugin development. It helps users
add an editor to the post screen instead of
relying on custom fields.

Open source

This is software for which the original source
code is made freely available and may be
redistributed and modified.

Pages

Pages are generally for non-chronological,
hierarchical content. Product pages, or
pages like "About” or “Contact,” would be
common examples.

Permalink

A permanent link uses a URL to link to a web
page or blog entry.

Plugin

A plugin is a miniature program that can
be added to a WordPress website to give it
additional desirable functionality.

Plugin repository

The WordPress repository displays available
plugins and can be used to install or remove
additional plugins.

Posts

Posts are entries listed in reverse chronological
order on the site homepage or on the

posts page.

Premium plugin

A premium plugin requires payment and
provides additional features, documentation,
or updates.

Responsive design

A responsive design is one that alters the way
website information is displayed based on the
size of the device detected. This ensures that
a site that looks good on a desktop computer
will also look good on a tablet or smartphone.

Reusable blocks

Reusable blocks are content blocks in the
Gutenberg editor that a user can save
individually and use later for content creation.
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Search engine optimization (SEO)

SEQ is a set of best practices intended to make
websites as appealing as possible to search
engines in the hopes of scoring high rankings
within the search engine results.

Secure socket layer (SSL)

SSL is the security protocol that allows
websites to load over HTTPS and be trusted
by web browsers. The benefit of this, is that
traffic between a website visitor and a website
server is encrypted. This prevents sensitive
information like passwords and credit card
information from being intercepted over a
website user’s network.

Shortcode

Shortcodes can embed files or create
objects in a single line that would normally
require a lot of complicated code.

Theme

A WordPress theme (or “skin”) is a design

file that customizes the look and feel of a
WordPress site without affecting all of the
underlying content. Free and paid WordPress
themes are available through both WordPress
and third-party developers.

Theme directory

The directory is a collection of free, paid, and
premium themes available to users via the
WordPress dashboard.

Theme editor

This editor allows users to edit theme files,
create folders, upload files, and remove any
theme and plugin file or folder.
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User experience (UX)

This refers to the general experience a user
has when visiting a website.

Web hosting

This is a service provided by hosting companies
that stores pages on a server. A web hosting
company is responsible for delivering the files
of a website to a visitor as soon as a browser
makes a request by typing in a domain name.

Widget

Widgets allow WordPress users to add
content blocks to the widget areas built into
their theme or plugins. The WordPress sidebar
is one place where widgets are commonly
added to manage post lists, page lists, word
clouds, and other features.

WHOIS

WHOIS is a query and response tool that helps
identify who is responsible for a domain name
or IP address.
